Who:  Children/teens age 16 and under 
 
What:  Read Down Your Fines is a program designed to bring children/teens 

(age 16 and under) back to the Library.  It gives children/teens an opportunity to use reading 
as a way to reduce library fines and fees.   

 
When:  June 29 - September 5, 2009 
 
Where:  All B&ECPL libraries 
 
How: 

Visit any B&ECPL library 
Select reading material 
Read in a designated reading area 
Earn 1 READING BUCK for every 15 minutes of reading 
Teens (13 to 16) who read to a child can earn 2 READING BUCKS for every 15 minutes of reading.  

Children being read to earn 1 READING BUCK for every 15 minutes. 
 

Certain restrictions apply: 
READING BUCKs cannot be redeemed for cash.   
READING BUCKs are nonrefundable.   
READING BUCKs are not transferable.  
READING BUCKs may be redeemed Monday, June 29, 2009 through Saturday, September 5, 2009, 
ONLY.
