The first entry should follow the standard format which
you can find included with these directions. Complete the sheet, cut it
out, and glue it on a page of your journal. The second entry must be a
creative response from the list below. This should be on the next page,
following the written standard format.

I hope that you will read often during summer vacation. Try to
find time each day to read. If you read more than the required three
books, please complete the standard format and a creative response for
each book you read.

Creative Responses

* Illustrate a scene from the story and write a sentence describing it.
* Draw and label the main characters.

* Draw and tell the setting of the story. (Where did the story take
place?)

* Write a letter to the author.

* Draw a problem in the story and write a sentence describing it.

* Write three or more sentences explaining which character you are
most like and why.

* Write three or more sentences predicting what might happen next.
* Write a new ending. Write three or more sentences.

** All illustrations must be colored with crayons or colored pencils. Do
not use markers in this journal.
