One of the highlights of our year was celebrating the grand opening of our outdoor space
in June. It is now a welcoming extension of the library — a place where patrons can read,
gather, and enjoy the outdoors. We’re also looking forward to adding programming in this
space as we install shade coverings in the spring. 

We also planted our new pollinator garden, made possible through a generous grant from
the Springville Griffith Community Education Foundation and in partnership with Grow
With Springville.
